STAT 201 TERM PROJECT

Aim:

This project is designed to improve the students’ understanding of statistical issues and to give them a chance to practice the topics covered in their STAT 201 classes.

Content:

Project will have three stages; at the first stage each student will choose an area to study and will design a questionnaire (not less than 5 not more than 10 questions) on the relevant area chosen. Two students can make a team and do the work together. In the second stage you will conduct your research based on questionnaires to around 20 respondents. At the final stage you will analyze the results of your questionnaires and will write a report presenting your findings by using the techniques and methods learned in STAT 201 (relevant tables, charts, calculations and methods etc. can be used).

Time Frame:

Analysing and presenting the results must be completed and submitted not later than January 5, 2008.    

Suggestions:

· Try to select multiple choice type questions and answers for your questionnaire

· No need for the names of the respondents

· Try to be directed to the point (do not use confusing sentences or ideas)

· Avoid long sentences of questions and answers

· Leave open ended answers for respondents

· Select a relevant sample for your study (e.g students, married couples, workers, retired people etc.) 

(Turkish students can design their questionnaires in Turkish BUT report will be in ENGLISH)

Key Data Collection Sources:
1. Data may already be published by governmental, industrial, or individual sources.

2. An experiment may be designed to obtain the necessary data.

3. A survey may be conducted. (Interview of companies, workers, students etc.)

4. An observational study may be conducted.

In this project you are going to conduct a survey. First, you should have your survey design.
Survey Design
1. Choose an appropriate mode of response. (i.e you can make personal interview, telephone interview or mail interview)

2. Identify broad categories that reflect the goal and purpose of the survey.

3. Carefully formulate accurate questions.

4. Organize the data and analyze.

5. Draw conclusions.

Note: You can design a questioner for your classmates and do a report on questions asked to your friends.
